
Readings for February 7, 2010

FIRST LESSON: Isaiah 6:1–13

PSALM: Psalm 138

In the year that King Uzziah died, I saw the LORD sitting on a throne, high 
and lofty; and the hem of his robe filled the temple.  2Seraphs were in attendance 
above him; each had six wings: with two they covered their faces, and with two 
they covered their feet, and with two they flew.  3And one called to another and 
said:

"Holy, holy, holy is the LORD of hosts;
the whole earth is full of his glory."

  4The pivots on the thresholds shook at the voices of those who called, and the 
house filled with smoke.  5And I said: "Woe is me! I am lost, for I am a man of 
unclean lips, and I live among a people of unclean lips; yet my eyes have seen 
the King, the LORD of hosts!"

6Then one of the seraphs flew to me, holding a live coal that had been 
taken from the altar with a pair of tongs.  7The seraph touched my mouth with it 
and said: "Now that this has touched your lips, your guilt has departed and your 
sin is blotted out."  8Then I heard the voice of the LORD saying, "Whom shall I 
send, and who will go for us?" And I said, "Here am I; send me!"  9And he said, 
"Go and say to this people:

'Keep listening, but do not comprehend;
keep looking, but do not understand.'

  10Make the mind of this people dull,
and stop their ears,
and shut their eyes,
so that they may not look with their eyes,
and listen with their ears,
and comprehend with their minds,
and turn and be healed."

  11Then I said, "How long, O LORD?" And he said:
"Until cities lie waste
without inhabitant,
and houses without people,
and the land is utterly desolate;

  12until the LORD sends everyone far away,
and vast is the emptiness in the midst of the land.

  13Even if a tenth part remain in it,
it will be burned again,
like a terebinth or an oak
whose stump remains standing
when it is felled." 
The holy seed is its stump.



I will give thanks to you, O LORD, with my whole heart;
before the gods I will sing your praise.

3for you have glorified your name
and your word above all things.

5All the kings of the earth will praise you, O LORD,
when they have heard the words of your mouth.

7Though the LORD be high, he cares for the lowly;
he perceives the haughty from afar.

9The LORD will make good his purpose for me;
O LORD, your love endures forever; do not abandon the works of your hands.

Now I would remind you, brothers and sisters, of the good news that I 
proclaimed to you, which you in turn received, in which also you stand,  2through 
which also you are being saved, if you hold firmly to the message that I 
proclaimed to you — unless you have come to believe in vain.

3For I handed on to you as of first importance what I in turn had received: 
that Christ died for our sins in accordance with the scriptures,  4and that he was 
buried, and that he was raised on the third day in accordance with the scriptures,  
5and that he appeared to Cephas, then to the twelve.  6Then he appeared to more 
than five hundred brothers and sisters at one time, most of whom are still alive, 
though some have died.  7Then he appeared to James, then to all the apostles.  
8Last of all, as to one untimely born, he appeared also to me.  9For I am the least 
of the apostles, unfit to be called an apostle, because I persecuted the church of 
God.  10But by the grace of God I am what I am, and his grace toward me has not 
been in vain. On the contrary, I worked harder than any of them — though it was 
not I, but the grace of God that is with me.  11Whether then it was I or they, so we 
proclaim and so you have come to believe.

Once while Jesus was standing beside the lake of Gennesaret, and the 
crowd was pressing in on him to hear the word of God,  2he saw two boats there 
at the shore of the lake; the fishermen had gone out of them and were washing 
their nets.  3He got into one of the boats, the one belonging to Simon, and asked 
him to put out a little way from the shore. Then he sat down and taught the

crowds from the boat.  4When he had finished speaking, he said to Simon, "Put 
out into the deep water and let down your nets for a catch."  5Simon answered, 
"Master, we have worked all night long but have caught nothing. Yet if you say 
so, I will let down the nets."  6When they had done this, they caught so many fish 
that their nets were beginning to break.  7So they signaled their partners in the 
other boat to come and help them. And they came and filled both boats, so that 
they began to sink.  8But when Simon Peter saw it, he fell down at Jesus' knees, 
saying, "Go away from me, Lord, for I am a sinful man!"  9For he and all who 
were with him were amazed at the catch of fish that they had taken;  10and so 
also were James and John, sons of Zebedee, who were partners with Simon. 
Then Jesus said to Simon, "Do not be afraid; from now on you will be catching 
people."  11When they had brought their boats to shore, they left everything and 
followed him.

29Moses came down from Mount Sinai. As he came down from the 
mountain with the two tablets of the covenant in his hand, Moses did not know 
that the skin of his face shone because he had been talking with God.  30When 
Aaron and all the Israelites saw Moses, the skin of his face was shining, and they 
were afraid to come near him.  31But Moses called to them; and Aaron and all the 
leaders of the congregation returned to him, and Moses spoke with them.  
32Afterward all the Israelites came near, and he gave them in commandment all 
that the LORD had spoken with him on Mount Sinai.  33When Moses had finished 
speaking with them, he put a veil on his face;  34but whenever Moses went in 
before the LORD to speak with him, he would take the veil off, until he came out; 
and when he came out, and told the Israelites what he had been commanded,  
35the Israelites would see the face of Moses, that the skin of his face was shining; 
and Moses would put the veil on his face again, until he went in to speak with 
him.

Readings for February 14, 2010

FIRST LESSON: Exodus 34:29–35

PSALM: Psalm 99

2The LORD is great in Zion;
he is high above all peoples.

4"O mighty king, lover of justice, you have established equity;
you have executed justice and righteousness in Jacob."



6Moses and Aaron among his priests,
and Samuel among those who call upon his name,
they called upon the LORD, and he answered them.

8O LORD our God, you answered them indeed;
you were a God who forgave them, yet punished them for their evil 

deeds.

SECOND LESSON: 2 Corinthians 3:12—4:2

GOSPEL: Luke 9:28–43a

7He spoke to them out of the pillar of cloud;
they kept his testimonies and the decree that he gave them.

9Proclaim the greatness of the LORD our God and worship him upon his holy hill;
for the LORD our God is the Holy One.

12Since, then, we have such a hope, we act with great boldness,  13not like 
Moses, who put a veil over his face to keep the people of Israel from gazing at 
the end of the glory that was being set aside.  14But their minds were hardened. 
Indeed, to this very day, when they hear the reading of the old covenant, that 
same veil is still there, since only in Christ is it set aside.  15Indeed, to this very 
day whenever Moses is read, a veil lies over their minds;  16but when one turns to 
the Lord, the veil is removed.  17Now the Lord is the Spirit, and where the Spirit of 
the Lord is, there is freedom.  18And all of us, with unveiled faces, seeing the glory 
of the Lord as though reflected in a mirror, are being transformed into the same 
image from one degree of glory to another; for this comes from the Lord, the 
Spirit.

Therefore, since it is by God's mercy that we are engaged in this ministry, 
we do not lose heart.  2We have renounced the shameful things that one hides; 
we refuse to practice cunning or to falsify God's word; but by the open statement 
of the truth we commend ourselves to the conscience of everyone in the sight of 
God.

28Now about eight days after these sayings Jesus took with him Peter and 
John and James, and went up on the mountain to pray.  29And while he was 
praying, the appearance of his face changed, and his clothes became dazzling 
white.  30Suddenly they saw two men, Moses and Elijah, talking to him.  31They 
appeared in glory and were speaking of his departure, which he was about to 
accomplish at Jerusalem.  32Now Peter and his companions were weighed down 
with sleep; but since they had stayed awake, they saw his glory and the two men 
who stood with him.  33Just as they were leaving him, Peter said to Jesus, 
"Master, it is good for us to be here; let us make three dwellings, one for you, one 
for Moses, and one for Elijah" — not knowing what he said.  34While he was 
saying this, a cloud came and overshadowed them; and they were terrified as 
they entered the cloud.  35Then from the cloud came a voice that said, "This is my 
Son, my Chosen listen to him!"  36When the voice had spoken, Jesus was found 
alone. And they kept silent and in those days told no one any of the things they 



had seen.
37On the next day, when they had come down from the mountain, a great 

crowd met him.  38Just then a man from the crowd shouted, "Teacher, I beg you 
to look at my son; he is my only child.  39Suddenly a spirit seizes him, and all at 
once he shrieks. It convulses him until he foams at the mouth; it mauls him and 
will scarcely leave him.  40I begged your disciples to cast it out, but they could 
not."  41Jesus answered, "You faithless and perverse generation, how much 
longer must I be with you and bear with you? Bring your son here."  42While he 
was coming, the demon dashed him to the ground in convulsions. But Jesus 
rebuked the unclean spirit, healed the boy, and gave him back to his father.  
43And all were astounded at the greatness of God.

When you have come into the land that the LORD your God is giving you 
as an inheritance to possess, and you possess it, and settle in it,  2you shall take 
some of the first of all the fruit of the ground, which you harvest from the land that 
the LORD your God is giving you, and you shall put it in a basket and go to the 
place that the LORD your God will choose as a dwelling for his name.  3You shall 
go to the priest who is in office at that time, and say to him, "Today I declare to 
the LORD your God that I have come into the land that the LORD swore to our 
ancestors to give us."  4When the priest takes the basket from your hand and sets 
it down before the altar of the LORD your God,  5you shall make this response 
before the LORD your God: "A wandering Aramean was my ancestor; he went 
down into Egypt and lived there as an alien, few in number, and there he became 
a great nation, mighty and populous.  6When the Egyptians treated us harshly 
and afflicted us, by imposing hard labor on us,  7we cried to the LORD, the God 
of our ancestors; the LORD heard our voice and saw our affliction, our toil, and 
our oppression.  8The LORD brought us out of Egypt with a mighty hand and an 
outstretched arm, with a terrifying display of power, and with signs and wonders;  
9and he brought us into this place and gave us this land, a land flowing with milk 
and honey.  10So now I bring the first of the fruit of the ground that you, O LORD, 
have given me." You shall set it down before the LORD your God and bow down 
before the LORD your God.  11Then you, together with the Levites and the aliens 
who reside among you, shall celebrate with all the bounty that the LORD your 
God has given to you and to your house.

He who dwells in the shelter of the Most High,
abides under the shadow of the Almighty.

Readings for February 21, 2010

FIRST LESSON: Deuteronomy 26:1–11

PSALM: Psalm 91:1–2, 9–16

2He shall say to the LORD, "You are my refuge and my stronghold,
my God in whom I put my trust."



9Because you have made the LORD your refuge,
and the Most High your habitation,

11For he shall give his angels charge over you,
to keep you in all your ways.

13You shall tread upon the lion and adder;
you shall trample the young lion and the serpent under your feet.

15He shall call upon me, and I will answer him;
I am with him in trouble; I will rescue him and bring him to honor.

"The word is near you,
on your lips and in your heart"

(that is, the word of faith that we proclaim);  9because if you confess with your lips 
that Jesus is Lord and believe in your heart that God raised him from the dead, 
you will be saved.  10For one believes with the heart and so is justified, and one 
confesses with the mouth and so is saved.  11The scripture says, "No one who 
believes in him will be put to shame."  12For there is no distinction between Jew 
and Greek; the same Lord is Lord of all and is generous to all who call on him.  
13For, "Everyone who calls on the name of the Lord shall be saved."

Jesus, full of the Holy Spirit, returned from the Jordan and was led by the 
Spirit in the wilderness,  2where for forty days he was tempted by the devil. He 
ate nothing at all during those days, and when they were over, he was famished.  
3The devil said to him, "If you are the Son of God, command this stone to become 
a loaf of bread."  4Jesus answered him, "It is written, 'One does not live by bread 
alone.'"

5Then the devil led him up and showed him in an instant all the kingdoms 
of the world.  6And the devil said to him, "To you I will give their glory and all this 
authority; for it has been given over to me, and I give it to anyone I please.  7If 
you, then, will worship me, it will all be yours."  8Jesus answered him, "It is 
written,

'Worship the Lord your God,
and serve only him.'"

  9Then the devil took him to Jerusalem, and placed him on the pinnacle of the 
temple, saying to him, "If you are the Son of God, throw yourself down from here,  

10there shall no evil happen to you,
neither shall any plague come near your dwelling.

12They shall bear you in their hands,
lest you dash your foot against a stone.

14Because he is bound to me in love, therefore will I deliver him;
I will protect him, because he knows my name.

16With long life will I satisfy him,
and show him my salvation.

SECOND LESSON: Romans 10:8b–13

GOSPEL: Luke 4:1–13



10for it is written,
'He will command his angels concerning you,
to protect you,'

  11and
'On their hands they will bear you up,
so that you will not dash your foot against a stone.'"

  12Jesus answered him, "It is said, 'Do not put the Lord your God to the test.'"  
13When the devil had finished every test, he departed from him until an opportune 
time.

After these things the word of the LORD came to Abram in a vision, "Do 
not be afraid, Abram, I am your shield; your reward shall be very great."  2But 
Abram said, "O Lord GOD, what will you give me, for I continue childless, and the 
heir of my house is Eliezer of Damascus?"

7Then he said to him, "I am the LORD who brought you from Ur of the 
Chaldeans, to give you this land to possess."  8But he said, "O Lord GOD, how 
am I to know that I shall possess it?"  9He said to him, "Bring me a heifer three 
years old, a female goat three years old, a ram three years old, a turtledove, and 
a young pigeon."  10He brought him all these and cut them in two, laying each half 
over against the other; but he did not cut the birds in two.  11And when birds of 
prey came down on the carcasses, Abram drove them away.

12As the sun was going down, a deep sleep fell upon Abram, and a deep 
and terrifying darkness descended upon him.  17When the sun had gone down 
and it was dark, a smoking fire pot and a flaming torch passed between these 
pieces.  18On that day the LORD made a covenant with Abram, saying, "To your 
descendants I give this land, from the river of Egypt to the great river, the river 
Euphrates.

20But our citizenship is in heaven, and it is 
from there that we are expecting a Savior, the Lord Jesus Christ.  21He will 
transform the body of our humiliation that it may be conformed to the body of his 
glory, by the power that also enables him to make all things subject to himself.

GOSPEL: Luke 13:31–35

31At that very hour some Pharisees came and said to him, "Get away from 
here, for Herod wants to kill you."  32He said to them, "Go and tell that fox for me, 
'Listen, I am casting out demons and performing cures today and tomorrow, and 
on the third day I finish my work.  33Yet today, tomorrow, and the next day I must 
be on my way, because it is impossible for a prophet to be killed outside of 
Jerusalem.'  34Jerusalem, Jerusalem, the city that kills the prophets and stones 
those who are sent to it! How often have I desired to gather your children 
together as a hen gathers her brood under her wings, and you were not willing!  
35See, your house is left to you. And I tell you, you will not see me until the time 
comes when you say, 'Blessed is the one who comes in the name of the Lord.'"
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
